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I.
Course Objectives
The main objective of the course is to introduce students to the general principles of copyright law and to specialized areas of the law relating to the protection of indigenous artistic expressions, namely, folklore, and to issues concerning the music industry.

II.
Course Content
The course will include analysis of:

1. Introduction to Intellectual Property Law and Industrial Property Law

2. History of Copyright Law and Sources of Copyright Law

3. Nature of Copyright

4. Authorship and Ownership of Copyright

5. Rights of Users of Copyright – Fair Dealing in Copyright

6. Moral Rights

7. Specialized Areas

a. Copyright Protection of Folklore

b. Copyright and the Music Industry

8. Copyright Treaties

9. Copyright Infringement

10. Remedies

III.
Method of Teaching

This is a one-semester course, taught through two lectures (each one hour in length) and a one-hour tutorial each week.  Students should prepare the cases referenced in the reading assignments by “briefing” the cases—that is, outlining the facts, holding, and rationale, and preparing to present these in class.  Our sessions will include “Socratic method” during which students will be expected to answer questions leading down a line of logic, and/or argue both sides of a case. Supplemental materials are also available on the course website, as are problem sets for tutorials; the latter illustrate the issues discussed in the course and are intended to help prepare the student for mastery of increasingly complex material as well as the final exam.

Students will be assessed by a two-hour final examination at the end of the semester, which will ask them to answer three out of six questions.  The examination may be divided into two parts with students being required to answer one question from each part.
