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Requirements

1. Original analysis.

2. Independent research, citing a minimum of 7 sources and a maximum of 30 sources additional to those used in the course.

3. Clear writing, including spelling and grammar; easily readable (typed) format.

4. Minimum of 2,000 and absolute maximum of 4,000 words.

5. Proper and consistent citation.

6. Clear structure.  

Be sure to proofread relentlessly; use spell-check, and do a word count.  In the upper-right hand corner of the first page, place your student identification number, the date, the paper title, and your word count for the paper.

Due date: November 20, 2006 by 4 pm to the LLB Secretary.  No exceptions, no excuses.  Begin early, as lateness equals failure.

Please review topic and proposed approach with instructor early on.

A good working paradigm for the paper is: (1) background and significance of the problem; (2) critical analysis of text, using citations to appropriate references; (3) relevant updates, if any, since the text the paper is analyzing; (4) your proposed solution or recommendations. This structure is repeated, with minor variation, in the list of possible topics below.

Possible topics

1.  Choose any 2006 UN Security Council Resolution or 2005 Security Council Resolution and analyze: (1) the historical background underlying the resolution, including the problem the Security Council was trying to solve; (2) whether the resolution effectively addressed the problem (or not); (3) relevant subsequent developments; and (4) your proposed solution or next step under the Charter and applicable international law.

2. Critically analyze any of the 2006 Reports of the UN Secretary-General to the UN, addressing: (1) the historical background underlying the Report, including the problem the Secretary-General was trying to solve; (2) whether the Report made effective recommendations regarding the problem (or not); (3) relevant subsequent developments; and (4) your proposed solution or next step under the Charter and applicable international law.

3. Critically analyze any International Court of Justice opinion between 2000 and 2006, addressing: (1) the problem the Court was trying to resolve; (2) whether the Court’s opinion effectively resolved that issue; (3) the judicial opinion you would have written had you been one of the judges (i.e., either concurring or dissenting with the majority opinion).  Be sure to write a well-reasoned opinion.

4. Critically analyze any significant aspect(s) of the Millennium Development Goals Report 2005, focusing on application to either the Commonwealth of the Bahamas or the Caribbean.  Be sure to address: (1) the specific problem, (2) your presentation and critique of the Report’s approach, and (3) your recommended solution(s) or approaches to solutions.

5. Comment critically, analyzing (1) the problem, (2) the statement below, and (3) your proposed solution and recommendations, regarding recent discussion of the CARICOM Single Market and Economy (CSME), in which Prime Minister Arthur of Barbados stated: “The major decisive difference that the coming into existence of the Single Market will make, will arise from its provisions for labor mobility–something that was not contemplated in preceding forms of integration in the Region, nor in any other set of economic policies used in modern times to influence the course of Caribbean development.  Regrettably, the enormous potential of labor mobility to drive Caribbean development, by enabling us to access a regional pool of labor and skills to build more competitive enterprises, sectors and national economies, is being undermined by a fierce xenophobia across the region.” 

6. Choose any other topic (by permission of the instructor only).
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
